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WHAT IS THE COLOR OF LOVE? 

Rev 7:9-17. 

It has been said that the color of love is red. 

QUESTION: Who said or taught us that and how? By the wisdom of men, the Church as an 

organization (CAO) have deduced erroneously that since the blood of Jesus Christ is red in color 

and he shed his blood for us, then the color of love must be red. But the Holy Bible says in 

I Jn 4:8,16 God is Love. And Jn 4:24 God is a Spirit. 

QUESTION: Who can tell me what color we use in identifying God or attributing Christ with 

usually? White! Of course. Rev 1:13-14; Dan 7:9. 

Red has to do with danger, stain, pollution, defilement, sin, torment by fiery flame, etc. 

Light is tied to brightness and white; if and when it turns red then there is danger, check out 

even your road traffic light, the natural thing (Rom 1:20). And Jesus declared in 

Jn 8:12 Then spake Jesus again unto them, saying, I am the light of the world: he that followeth 

me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life. 

White is used to contrast Red in order that the difference between them could be made clear 

without ambiguity. Mtt 17:1-2; Jn 1:5 

All have sinned (red) and come short of the glory (white) of God. Rom 3:23 

We all were created sinless/good from the beginning by God but became stained with red by 

reason of sin (Gen 1:31; Gen 3:21). But by the grace of God white garments shall be given to us 

to wear as we honour the invite to the marriage supper of the Lamb as saints of God. Rom 5:12; 

Rev 19:7-9; Mtt 22:1-14; Rev 22:17 

Example of clothing in sin can be referenced from Joshua the high priest case in Zech 3:1-5. 

NOTE: A divine principle- God usually uses that which the enemy intends for evil against us to 

turn it around for good on behalf of those that love Him and have been called according to His 

purpose. Through taking on the sins of the whole world Christ dealt with sin once and for all. 

Through death he destroyed he that had the power of death over us. Rom 8:28; Gen 50:20; 

Hebr 2:14; Hebr 10:10-12 
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Through his blood that was red in color, he dealt with sin that was red used to stain our original 

heavenly garment of white. I Jn 1:7; Isa 63:1-4; Rev 19:11-15 

2 Cor 5: 21 For he hath made him to be sin (red) for us, who knew no sin; that we might be 

made the righteousness (whiteness) of God in him. 

Christ did not come in the likeness of an angel clothed in white in order to deal with sin in man 

that is flesh and blood rather he took on the form of sinful man stained with red blood so that 

he can in that form deal with sin and death that had held all flesh down in captivity. Rev 19:13; 

Heb 2:14,16; Phil 2:7-8; Rom 8:3-4 

White depicts cleanliness, purity, holiness, virginity. Rev 19:14; Rev 14:1-5 

Red depicts pollution, stains, uncleanliness, sin as it were. 

Jesus uses his blood to wash our stained robes and make them white. I Jn 1:7; Rev 1:5 

Rev 7:14 And I said unto him, Sir, thou knowest. And he said to me, These are they which came 

out of great tribulation, and have washed their robes, and made them white in the blood of the 

Lamb. 

God used a red thing, the blood of the Lamb, to wash off a red stain, the sin of the world, 

thereby turning it into white- that is a miracle Red + Red = White. 

STATEMENT: The red righteous blood from above turns the red sin blood stains from beneath 

into white. 

He that overcometh the same shall be clothed in white raiment. Rev 3:5 

Though your sins be as “scarlet” they shall be as white as snow. 

Though they be “red” like crimson they shall be as wool. Isa 1:18 

STATEMENT: Red is the color that is used to depict sin not love but by reason of subtlety and 

the wisdom of men the truth has been changed into a lie. The color of Love has been 

substituted for the color of sin.  

The CAO and the children of the world flaunt and celebrate this error together every year 

openly on February 14th which they term Valentine love of sinful red, declaring “the love that is 

in the air” powered by the prince of the power of the air. Oh! what a great deception and 

blindness, that believers have been made to believe in a lie. Eph 2:1-3; 2 Thess 2:7-12; 2 Cor 

4:3-4 
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Unfortunately, God says his people love to have it so, for they love lies as prophesies and 

sermons from the CAO “men of God” of today, having itching ears as it were. 2 Tim 4:3-4; Jer 

5:30-31 

The color of Love is White, while the color of Sin is Red. 

STATEMENT: The color of carnal Romance/affection is red (because the world is steeped in sin), 

while that of Love (that is heavenly) is white because of righteousness (Colo 3:1-2).  

Love is of the Spirit because God that is a Spirit is love and His love is shed abroad in the hearts 

of men by the Holy Ghost. If you have not the Holy Ghost dwelling in you received by faith 

through baptism having been washed by the blood of the Lamb in repentance and remission of 

sins, then you cannot know nor have true love within you. Those that do not have true love in 

them substitute it by seeking premarital/extramarital sex or otherwise phrased “making love” 

with their partners in fornication/adultery during such celebrations as Valentine day amongst 

other periods. This is an error. 

Rom 5:5 And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts 

by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us. 

When you die what color shall you be clothed with as a saint or as a sinner? What color are you 

clothing yourself spiritually with presently on the earth? White or red? Lk 16:22-24
